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SCHOOL RULES

The student should carry his/her almanac to school every-
day with his/her photograph duly pasted and the identity
information signed by the parents.

Students who come to school by private conveyance should
arrive at school 5 minutes before the morning bell.

Students are advised not to come to school in a self-driven
vehicle. In case of mishap owing to rash or negligent driving,
the school shall not be held responsible.

Students should maintain personal hygiene and come
neatly dressed in school uniform. Sporting tatoos is strictly
prohibited. No student will be allowed to enter the school
premises without proper uniform. Repeated defaulters will
be sent back to home. Students must carry their Identity-
card. Track suits are to be worn on PE days, all the trips and
excursions.

Non-Sikh boys should get their hair cut at regular intervals.
Fancy hair styles are not permitted. Sikh boys must wear
Black turbans/patkas.

Students are expected to respect school property and the
property of others. No student should damage any school
furniture, write or draw anything on the walls or in any way
damage things belonging to others. Damage done, even by
accident, should be reported at once to the Class teacher,
Coordinator and the Principal. Any damage done will be
made good by the one who causes it. Students who bring
any object to school which can cause harm or damage to
school personnel or property will be subjected to strict
disciplinary action as per the school rules.

Students are not supposed to leave the class without
permission or miss any teaching/games/activity period. The
time table in-charge has been directed to make alternative
arrangementsin case ateacheris absent.

No books (other than text books or library books),
magazines, pen-drives, cassettes, CDs or money should be
broughtto school without the Principal's permission.

The school is not responsible for goods lost. It is not
advisable to bring valuable articles (like expensive watches
or fountain pens) or any electronic gadget to school.
However, for the lost property, the student may getin touch
with the school estate office.

They should always remember that the school is judged by
their behaviour.

The school reserves the right to suspend or to take strict
disciplinary action against a student whose performance in
studies is constantly unsatisfactory or whose conduct is
harmful to other students.

The Report Card, being an important document, should be
kept carefully. In case it is spoilt or lost, the students have to
pay Rs.100 to get a duplicate Report Card on request.

No student shallindulge in any of the following practices: (a)
spitting (b) bunking (c) rowdism and rude behaviour (d)
casteism, communalism or practice of untouchability (e)
disfiguring and damaging of school property

Bursting of crackers and playing with colours or any other
such undesirable activity is liable to lead to expulsion from
the school.

Students found tampering with the school records e.g.
marks allotted by teachers in tests / exams, are liable to
strictdisciplinary action.

school. In case any student violates the school rules or
indulges in any form of indiscipline, strict action like
expulsion/suspension /rustication shall be taken against
the student. If a student gets suspended two times and
school authorities consider it necessary to suspend him/her
forthe third time, he/she will be rusticated.

No student will be allowed to go home during school hours
without the written permission of the Principal.

Students should not have a Facebook or other social
networking account as this may be misused. The
honourable Supreme Court is also considering banning
school students from opening a Facebook account. Misuse
of any application will lead to disciplinary action against the
student.

24. OPEN HOUSE SESSION

Prior Information regarding the date and timings of the
meeting will be given to parents. It is mandatory for the parents
/ guardians to attend the PTM. In case of non-attending, the
parent has toinform class teacher wellin advance.

25. ABSENTEEISM:-

1. Parents should intimate the school when the student is
absent from school stating the reasons for absence
through email/student portal.

2. Students who have been sick should upload a medical
certificate.

3. Students who require medical attention during school
hours, will be sent by the teachers to the school First-Aid
Room with a written note.

4. Absenteeism from school may be allowed with permission
fromthe concerned authority.

5. Repeated absence without leave or unexplained absence
for six consecutive working days renders a student liable to
having his/her name struck off the rolls without any notice.
Re-admission may be granted after payment of a Fresh
Admission Fee, only at the discretion of the Principal.

6. Allstudents are expected to attend school on the opening
day after the vacations.

7. ltis compulsory for the students to complete 75% of the
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attendance in the year to make them eligible to sit for the
final examination. It would be appreciated if students have
an average of at-least 90% attendance before the
examination.

26.LATE ARRIVALIN SCHOOL
1. Theschoolgatecloses 5 minutes before the first bell.

2. Late arrivals will not be allowed to sit in the class and
repeated defaulters will be fined/sent back home.

27. WITHDRAWALS

1. One clear calendar month's notice in writing or a month's
fee in lieu of such notice must be given before a pupil can
be withdrawn.

2. Those who leave the school in May, must, in all cases pay
the fee for the month of June.

3. Transfer certificates will not be issued until all dues of the
school are settled.

28. EXAMINATION RULES

1. Classes I - V: A child will be eligible for the proficiency award /
scholar badge only if he/she has appeared for all the subjects in
Weekly Tests / Semester Examinations. However, awards may
be given to those who miss the Weekly Tests/Exams due to the
following reasons:

a. RepresentingschoolinInter-School Competitions
b. Medical reasons
c.Any other exigency

2. Classes VI - VIII: Students who have joined the school late and
have not appeared for Class Test-1 and certain subjects of Unit
Test-1, their result shall be calculated on the basis of Semester-
1. Subjects for which they have appeared for Unit Test-1, 10%
shall be awarded for the same and 40% for Semester-1. Those
who have not appeared for Class Test-1 and Unit Test-2, both,
50% of Semester-1 will be taken into consideration. Same will
be followed for Semester-2.
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3. Weekly Tests :

a) Weekly Tests are compulsory for all students of classes Il -
VIII. Satisfactory explanation for absence has to be given
through the Student Portal to the Class Teacher and duly
approved by the Principal, failing which, a student will be
marked zero in that test.

b) Information regarding the syllabus of these weekly tests will
be giveninthe class syllabus booklet.

c¢) A student will be allowed to leave school after a weekly test
only on valid grounds with prior permission of the Principal.
However, it is advised not to send sick child to school for the
weekly test.

4. School Assemblies : Assemblies will be presented class wise.
There are Four Houses in the school - Invaders (Red), Raiders
(Blue), Troopers (Yellow), Warriors (Green). Every student is
placed in one of these Houses. Each House is headed by one
House captain and House Vice-Captain. A member of the staff,
assisted by several other teachers (tutors), acts as the House
Warden.

PUNISHMENTS

1. Forms of disciplinary measures::

(i) Fine

(ii) Withdrawal of school transport facility

(iii) Suspension

(iv) Rustication

(v) Expulsion

2. Separate penalization would be practised for cheating cases
caught with evidence (written material). In such cases, for the
first time, 20% marks will be deducted and a warning letter will
be issued. In case the same student indulges in unfair means

again then he would face the same punishment coupled with
depriving him/her of all the honours for that session. In case
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there is no material evidence against cheating case, then for the
first time offenders, a deduction of 10% marks will be done and
an undertaking shall be taken. For the second time offenders in
this category, a deduction of 20% marks with a warning letter
will be the punishment. He/She shall be debarred from
receiving any honours for that session.

3. Students who are into bullying and rowdy behaviour will be
debarred from P.E. periods. Structured counselling for such
students needs to be followed till the child is reformed. A
warning letter may be issued to the first time offenders
depending upon the severity of the offence. If the same
behaviour is repeated by the child, despite counselling and
warning then he/she will be suspended from school. For any
damage to school property, the child will have to pay a fine
amounting to double the cost of the damage. In case of
suspension, the child will be debarred from any honours that
he/she may deserve for that session.

4. In case of misbehaviour with the teachers / peer group, the
students will be warned / suspended for the first offence. The
punishment will be decided after proper investigation,
depending onthe severity of misconduct.

5. No student will be allowed to enter the school premises
without proper uniform. However, if students fail to do so, they
will be penalized asunder:

1. First time defaulter -fine of Rs. 50/-.
2.Second time defaulter - fine of Rs.100/-.
3. Third time defaulter - will be sent home.

TRANSPORT RULES
The transport facility once opted for has to be continued
throughout the year. The transport facility, in special cases,
can be discontinued or changed with prior permission of
the school authorities with the next quarterly payment.
All students using the transport are expected to be at the
stoppage at least five minutes before the arrival of the
transport.
The transport will not wait for late comers.
Students should stay away from the main road until the
vehicle arrives.
No student should come near the entry door of the vehicle
untilit has made a complete stop.
All students must occupy vacant seats immediately after
boarding their vehicle. No student should travel standing
onthe foot-board.
The single door of the vehicle is the only authorised
entrance and exit.
The drivers are authorised to stop vehicle at the
designated stops only. The list of stops is prepared keeping
in view the convenience and safety of all vehicle
commuters and if deemed necessary, is subjected to be
changed by the school authority.
When the vehicle is moving, students must not move
around in it nor must they expose their heads or arms
outside the window.
Students will be held responsible for any damage to
vehicle caused by them.

The vehicle monitors are responsible for maintaining
discipline in the buses. Any serious offence must be
reported tothe Principal.

The student should not use any other means of transport
for commuting to, if he/she is availing school transport. In
case of exigency, if he/she is not doing so, permission
should be sought from the concerned authority and it
should be duly informed.

Any form of indiscipline in the vehicle will lead to
withdrawal of the facility.
